With the Town of Hilton 
Heads purchase of the 68-acre 
site in the 1990's, the land became 
unavailable for private develop-
ment.  When the Town then 
turned the prop- erty over to The 
Coastal Discov- ery Museum for 
rent of $1 a year, the stage was 
set for a grand plan to restore or add to the buildings and to provide pro-
grams to educate and inform the public about the history and culture of Hilton 
Head Island and the Lowcountry and to feature the richness and importance 
of our natural environment.

League Leaders’ Day 
 
 Early Saturday 
morning, August 4, Sally 
McGarry and Joan Kinne-
Shulman, driven by Rich-
ard Shulman, set off for 
the State League Lead-
ers’ Day in Columbia. We 
always dread the long 
trip, but the meeting 
turned out to be one of 
the most worthwhile we 
have attended. 
 It’s always useful 
to meet new local and 
state League officers and 
renew acquaintances 
from past years. We also 
picked up a variety of na-
tional and state publica-
tions that will be useful in 
the coming year. 
 New State Presi-
dent Barbara Zia moved 
the sessions along at a 
brisk pace so we that 
kept to the scheduled 
timetable. 
 Long-time State 
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Board member Sarah 
Leverette led off with a talk 
entitled “What Is the 
League all About? The 3 
Ps” (principled, policies, 
procedures). 
 Joan, as a second 
term president, was on a 
panel that discussed 
“Running Your League: 
Now that I Said ‘Yes’, 
What’s Next?” 
 Panels and indi-
viduals talked about 
strategies to grow and re-
tain membership, publicize 
the work and importance 
of the League in the local 
area, and raise funds. 
 The luncheon 
speaker was Patty Pierce, 
lobbyist for the S.C. Con-
servation League. She 
talked about the long, hard 
process of bringing about 
the reform of the State De-
partment of Transportation 
(DOT). 
 The day closed 
with announcements of 
key upcoming events, 
Website resource help, 
voter service resources, 
suggestions for carrying 
out the immigration con-
sensus, and drawings for 
door prizes. 
 
Immigration:  It’s Com-
ing, It’s Here, Let’s De-
cide! Immigration—the 
issue people love to hate, 
or hate to love, the issue 
that divides Democrats 
from Republicans, Democ-
rats from Democrats, Re-
publicans from Republi-
cans, Lindsay Graham 
from Jim deMint—the list 
goes on. Immigration may 
be the most complex, 
most challenging, most 
controversial issue that the 
League has taken on in a 
decade or more. And our 

local League is an impor-
tant part of the consensus 
process. 
 South Carolina as 
we know it was created by 
immigrants—the wealth-
seeking Lords Proprietors 
from England, the religious 
refugee Huguenots in 
Charleston, the German 
immigrants who planted 
their Lutheran churches in 
Dutch Fork, the Scotch-
Irish Protestants like the 
Calhouns who came down 
the Shenandoah Valley, 
the involuntary immigrants 
from Africa. Today the im-
migrants are from all parts 
of the world but over-
whelmingly Hispanic, 
some 10 to 14% of the 
state’s population. Do we 
welcome  immigrants or 
discourage them? How do 
we make them part of our 
culture while being en-
riched by the culture they 
bring with them? How do 
they affect our democracy, 
our economy, our schools, 
our way of being together? 
How do we embrace them 
while addressing the 
threat of overpopulation 
coming a lot closer to 
home than China, India, 
and Africa? 
 Immigration may 
be the defining issue of 
the decade, and our local 
League wants you to par-
ticipate in formulating a 
national League position 
on this complex and baf-
fling issue. For back-
ground information, go to 
WWW.LWV.org and click 
on Immigration Study. 
 League members 
probably don’t all agree on 
the best strategy or strate-
gies—amnesty, more se-
cure borders, federal aid 
to immigration-impacted 

areas, English-only, 
quotas—but Leaguers 
are open to respectful 
dialogue and mutual 
learning. And at the end, 
we will arrive at conclu-
sions that we can share 
with hundreds of 
Leagues across the 
country as we build a 
national position that we 
can support and act on 
in the years to come. It’s 
what the League is and 
what the League does. 
Plan to be part of the 
process.  
 The response to 
the consensus questions 
by the League of 
Women Voters of Hilton 
Head Island must be 
sent to the national 
League by February 1, 
2008. We will have a 
general meting to con-
sider the questions be-
fore then. If you want to
